ATLANTA, GA — May 17, 2002 — Atlanta-based production companies SaltRun Productions Inc.
and Cat’s Eye Editorial Inc. earned seven Telly Awards for its work on “The Natural South” at the 23rd
annual Telly Awards competition.

The Telly Awards are a nationwide competition open to video producers on categories ranging from
internal and external communications to broadcast commercials and promotions.  More than 11,000
commercials, films and video projects competed against a high national standard of excellence for two
award levels — the silver “winner” award and the bronze “finalist” honor.

The winning shows included “Chattahoochee River” and “Project Wings/Backyard Habitat” which
earned silver and bronze Telly awards as well as “Sea Turtles” which earned a bronze Telly. The silver
Telly’s were won in the documentary category and the bronze awards were won in the information cat-
egory.  The “Coral Reef/Solar” episode was also named a bronze finalist in both the documentary and
information categories.  

The Natural South is a half-hour series that explores the environmental jewels of the Southeast. The
program features attempts to restore and preserve the wild in the Southeast and ways the viewer can
help by making changes in their home environment.
